Group Incident  Drama Creation Assignment
Standards addressed: (1.1,2; 2.1-3;  4.1-2;  5.1-3)
Objective: In a group of three or four to create a short two minute scene based on a single incident of student life.  The scene should contain a character for each member of the group that interacts with others in the group.  The incident should also contain:
· Dialogue that establishes through exposition 

· Who each character is 

· Where they are and why they are there

· What the problem or conflict is or allow the scene to develop that confict

· What is the resolution or at least an indication to what may happen next.

· Steps

· Define the situation and the problem

· Improvise or imagine possible dialogue that would be realistic under the imaginary circumstances

· What are the relationships of the characters to each other and how does the situation or conflict affect that relationship

· After the improv, begin to write a script  (about two minutes is all you need which is about three pages of written or two page typed)  

· Avoid stereotypes and try to make the situation as real as you can…go for serious not comedy this time around.
· Examples of situations

· A relationship breakup

· Finding out that rumors are being told behind your back

· A parent or other adult is accusing you of something you didn’t do

· Someone in your peer group got something you wanted or expected like a place on the team, a part in a play, a position in class, an award…

· You find out someone you know has done something terribly wrong that affects you and your group

· Someone you know  is being bullied by someone else you know
